	What Happened:
	The Conference was initially organized by the Atlantic colonies to discuss a union of the Atlantic colonies only (Newfoundland decided not to attend).  When the leaders of the Canadas found out about the Conference, they went to Charlottetown to persuade the Maritime colonies to join in a federal union with all BNA colonies.

	Promises Made:
	The Canadas promised to build a railway connecting Canada and the Atlantic colonies and promised free trade between colonies.

	Outcomes:
	Agreed to work towards Confederation;  to meet again in one month in Québec.

	When:

	September 1, 1864

	Why Significant:
	Where everyone first agreed to work towards a Confederation of all of the BNA colonies.

	The 72 Resolutions formed the basis of Confederation. 


*72 Resolutions - Some Major Ideas:

(
A strong central government (federal government) would handle common affairs, such as economic development and defense

(
Provinces would have limited powers (weaker than the federal government) to handle local affairs, and social and cultural issues.

(
Members of the House of Commons would be elected according to the notion of representation by population

London Conference

	Colonies Who Attended:
	16 delegates from the Province of Canada, Nova Scotia, and New Brunswick

	Some Leaders Who Attended:
	From the Canadas: John A. Macdonald. George Brown, George-Étienne Cartier, Alexander Galt and Thomas D’Arcy McGee

	What Happened:
	The delegates met with British government officials to present their 72 Resolutions.  The 72 Resolutions were then amended and sent to the British government (House of Lords) for  approval.

	Outcomes:
	The 72 Resolutions were passed by the House of Lords and Queen Victoria proclaimed that the Dominion of Canada would become a nation on July 1, 1867.  John A. Macdonald was to be the first Prime Minister.
